Dear respiratory guru,

How do | calculate how long an oxygen e-cylinder will last on my patient, at a given
liter flow?

The respiratory guru is here to answer all your respiratory questions! The following questions
are the most commonly asked questions of healthcare professionals.

Due to the increasing use and dependence on oxygen delivery from e-cylinders, it is paramount that healthcare professionals have a
simple means of determining the remaining time of oxygen supplied in this manner. There are two most commonly used formulas, a
quick estimate formula and an exact calculation formula.

Quick estimate formula:

Remaining Pressure
200 x Liter Flow

Example: With 2000 PSl in a full e-cylinder and a flow rate of 2 LPM the following can be calculated.

2000

200x 2

= Hours

=5 Hours

Exact calculation formula:

0.28 x Remaining Pressure

Liter Flow = Minutes

0.28 x 2000

2 = 280 Minutes

As you can see both formulas work well. Most find they can do the first formula quickly without a calculator and thus used quite
commonly in the field. Note: these formulas can only be used for calculating oxygen consumption with e-cylinders.

Dear respiratory guru,

How do | know what liter flow to select with different oxygen delivery devices?

The most commonly used oxygen delivery devices are the nasal cannula, simple mask, non re-breather mask and the oxy-mask.




Nasal Cannula Simple Mask Non Re-breather Mask Oxy-Mask
1to 6 LPM 6to 12 LPM >12 LPM 1-15 LPM

24%-44% oxygen 35%-60% oxygen > 80% oxygen 24%-90% oxygen

Indications for the use of any of these oxygen delivery devices will depend onthe p a t i leval bf bxggen deficiency. Generally in a
healthy individual, Sp02 greater than 94% is normal, Sp02 less than 94% may indicate the need for supplemental oxygen based on
the patient history. In a quick triage assessment environment any patient with a Sp02 less than 88% is an indication for supplemental
oxygen until a more complete history and/or assessment can be made.
